Preventive Maintenance

–Keep carpet looking uniform

•Vacuuming

– Battery Powered Vacuum/Sweepers 

– Wide Area Sweepers 

– Back Pack Vacuums

Interim Maintenance 

•Bonnet/Spin Clean 
–Submersion Method

–Mechanical Applicator Method 

–Some soil removed, but mostly 
moving it around 

•Limited Moisture Shampooing 

•High-Speed Light Extraction 
–Automatic Extractors 

• Soil Transfer Extraction
